…work with a partner

respondents

a) Read and Answer your partner’s survey questions exactly as they are written. 

· DO NOT ask for clarification or explanations.  

· JUST make note on the survey by CIRCLING the question and putting a QUESTION MARK symbol.

b) Give WRITTEN feedback to your partner to help improve the survey. 

· on the back of the survey  OR on a separate sheet of paper

· TITLE this sheet…FEEDBACK      BY:  <your name>

c) Give the FEEDBACK sheet to your partner.

d) Examine the feedback…  

· Did the respondent interpret the questions in the same way you had intended?

· Were the answers/results reliable?  Were they what you had expected?

· Were you looking for other results?

g) Re-design layout, as needed, …

· to increase appeal;
